HHS Telemedicine  Hack  
A 10-week learning community to accelerate telemedicine 

implementation for ambulatory providers  

The U.S.  Department of Health and  Human Services Assistant Secretary  for 
Preparedness  and  Response  (HHS ASPR) partnered  with  the  University o f New 
Mexico’s  Project  ECHO  (Extension for  Community  Healthcare  Outcomes)  and  the 
Public  Health  Foundation’s  TRAIN  Learning  Network  to  deliver  a 10-week,  virtual  
peer-to-peer  learning  community called  Telemedicine (TM)  Hack.  

The goal of the  TM  Hack was for  at  least 90% of  participants to conduct and  
bill 1 or more video-based telemedicine visits  by September 30, 2020.  
Participants benefited from:  

◆  Five teleECHO sessions on key telemedicine challenges (e.g.,  
workflows, documentation, reimbursement) highlighting best practices 
and  practical  case s tudies  from  the  field  

◆  Five virtual “office hour” discussion panels  with case  presenters,  
government  agencies, topical  experts, and  professional associations  
responding live to participants’  questions  

◆  Inter-session peer-to-peer learning facilitated  via virtual  discussion 
boards  and ad hoc interest  groups

What can you “do” with telemedicine? 
• Address population health, manage 
chronic care and sick visits, 
coordinate (or provide) specialty care, 
facilitate health screenings, and more! 

• Provide access to help patients avoid 
delayed care 

It may not be possible to do “everything” 
through telemedicine, but you can: 
• Teach your patient or a caretaker to 
become “your hands” 

• Use devices like thermometers, scales, 
blood pressure cuffs, and glucometers 
that patients may have at home 

• Do even more with patients after 
training/practice (e.g., ask the patient 
to do exercises to assess movement)

Hack #1: Hit the Drawing Board 

Grab sticky notes and a whiteboard to 
map your workflow with your team: 
• Identify and name the process 
• Clarify the purpose or outcome 
• Identify a clear start and end point 
• List/draw tasks and decision points 
• Define which roles do each step 

Hack #3: Make Access Easy 

Adjust your workflow depending on 
what’s easy and quick for your patients, 
providers, and administrators. 

EHR + Portal Integration: 
• Link to virtual room for visits 
• Care team member enters room using 
link accessed in HER 

• Patients access link from secure 
patient portal 

• Integration of scheduling, billing etc. 
takes time and investment 

Stand-alone Platform: 
• Simple for patients to use 
• Providers can quickly create a virtual 
room and share with others 

• Consent and other compliance items 
handled separately 

Hack #2: Organize Your Schedule 

• Start small– identify priority patients 
for telehealth and make room in your 
schedule to “pilot” your program 

• Educate patients using a script 
• Convert patients to telehealth with 
your practice manager as a champion 

• Have a backup plan for visits 

Hack #4: Add People + Value 
When adding a third-party (e.g., “in 
room” scribe, interpreter, extra family, 
trainees, or virtual group visit): 
• Define workflow and roles 
• Sync on scheduling and technology 
• Inform the patient of the plan 
• Practice warm hand-offs 

Hack #5: Practice, Tweak, Repeat 

• Meet patients where they are 
• Designate an owner for each 
workflow 

• Set up a schedule to review and 
update workflows regularly 

• Define a communications strategy to 
update staff when workflows change

Hack #1: Talk to Your Biller 

When implementing telemedicine billing 
to your existing billing practices, revenue 
cycle manager or billing support can: 
• Research changes to coverage 
policies, including eligible codes 

• Research proper place of service 
(POS) codes and modifiers 

Hack #3: Document Everything 

If you’re just starting to bill 
telemedicine services, be prepared for 
a few bumps in the road. Thorough 
documentation will help you create 
proper claims and get reimbursed. 

When documenting a telemedicine 
service, here are a few considerations: 

• Complete documentation 
immediately after the appointment 

• Indicate service provided 
• Record the time and duration of 
service and the patient location 

• Note the modality of the 
telemedicine visit (e.g. video, audio-
only, asynchronous eVisit) 

Hack #2: Optimize Your Team 

Administrative and support staff can help: 
• Update your systems, including 
adding new codes and/or modifiers 

• Create new EHR templates for 
documenting telehealth visits 

• Walk patients through any billing 
changes & assist with documentation 

Hack #4: Stay Up-to-Date 
Telemedicine billing regulations differ 
from state-to-state and federally. To 
stay current: 
• Keep up with changing regulations 
for different payers 

• Set up web alerts for CMS.gov 
• Access your region’s TRC website

Hack #1: Consider Your Options 

Remote-enabled peripherals and 
technology can enhance your TM: 
• Weigh your practice’s clinical needs 
and consider investing in technology 
like remote-enabled stethoscopes 

• Reach out to your TRC for help with 
designing a tech needs assessment 

Hack #3: Practice Administering 
Tele-Physical Exams 

Adjusting to telemedicine exams may 
take time. In order to be the most 
prepared, it’s important to practice and 
prepare in advance 
• Plan out the structure of the exam 
• Become comfortable using the 
telemedicine platform 

• Test equipment in advance and 
have IT on-hand in the event of 
complications 

• Arrange exam materials and have 
important patient information nearby 

• Rehearse the encounter several 
times until you feel comfortable 
Expect occasional setbacks and 
remain patient 

Hack #2: Make the Most of MAs 

Medical assistants play an important role 
in a successful tele-physical exam: 
• Train MAs to conduct pre-session 
calls, to run through medications and 
screenings 

• Send intake forms and FAQs to 
patients in advance 

Hack #4: Remember TM Etiquette 

• Ensure you are in a private, quiet, and 
well-lit space 

• Remain aware of your eye gaze and 
facial expressions to convey interest 

• Wear professional and neutral clothing 
• Explain actions to the patient (e.g., 
looking down to chart) 

Hack #5: Communicate Clearly 
• Introduce yourself and other staff 
• Get patient consent, if needed 
• Let patient know you will be giving 
them instructions to follow in order to 
get the best possible exam 

• Leave time for patient questions 
• If needed, follow-up soon afterwards 
for in-person services (e.g., vaccines)

Implementing telemedicine during 
COVID-19 is like building the plane while 
you’re flying it. Learn from your patients 
and providers to make improvements to 
your TM practice: 

• Send patient experience surveys 
via email or request feedback through 
EMR portals 

• Create a system to report and 
respond to patient concerns and 
track trends related to these concerns 

• Develop a process for chart review 
to assess appropriateness of care, 
documentation, etc. 

• Meet with your providers and staff 
regularly to understand what’s going 
well and what could be improved
